Through his education and study of business, there was one aspect he came to believe in strongly – the need for constant upgradation of knowledge and technology. Over the years he has made sure that any new management concept, any new development in automotive technology and any new chance of expansion does not go unstudied by him.

Mr. Pankaj Munjal serves as the Co-Chairman & MD of Hero Cycles Ltd. and the Managing Director of Hero Motors Ltd. ‘By constantly bringing in new thoughts and experiences’ is how he runs the organization today.  

He has been instrumental in shaping the Hero Cycles consumer-driven strategy by introducing various new strategic initiatives. Amongst his special focus areas in bicycle industry are technology upgradation, development of cycling infrastructure and economical mobility to the disadvantaged.
On the automotive front, he is leading Hero Motors Ltd. to target the global automotive market with gears and transmission components for international customers like BMW, Bombardier, Harley Davidson etc. He is also present in the domestic automotive market with group companies - Munjal Kiriu Industries Pvt. Ltd. and ZF Hero Chassis Systems in joint venture with Sumitomo Kiriu of Japan and ZF of Germany respectively.
